17" May 1901, reproduced):

A short time before my lecture, a multi-
millionaire proprietor of a very famous
telegraph company telegraphed me
with an urgent request ro meetr me.
I replied that I had no time. In response
he said that he is coming to meet me in
person and within a short time he
himself arrived with patent forms in
hand. He made an earnest request to
me not to divulge all valuable research

results in today's lecture : "There is
money in it - let me take out patent for you. You do not know what
money you are throwing away" etc. Of course, " I will only take half
sharein the profit-- I will finance it" etc.

The paper clip patented by
Johan Vaaler in 1899 and 1901.

Walter Linderer's airbag was based on a compressed air system, either
released by bumper contact or by the driver. Later research during the sixties

proved that compressed air could not blow the bags up fast enough.

Linderer received German patent #896312. John Hedrik received U.S.

Patent #2649311 in 1953 for what he called a "safety cushion assembly for

'

automotive vehicles.'
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SEWING MACHINE (LOCK-STITCH)

Walter Hunt invented the first lock-stitch sewing machine in 1833.

Hunt lost interest and did not patent his invention.

In 1846, Elias Howe secured a patent on an original lock-stitch
machine, and failed to manufacture and market it. Isaac Singer
infringed on Howe's patent to make his own machine, making

him wealthy.

Elias Howe filed a lawsuit. alleging patent infringement. On
July 1, 1854, a federal commission ruled in favor. oft Howe,
ordering Isaac Singer as well as all sewing machine makers to pay

Elias' Howe rovalties.
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INVENTOR OF THE FOUNTAIN PEN & SAFETY PIN

Walter Hunt (1796-1859) was an American mechanic

Walter Hunt did not realize the significance of many of these when he invented
them; today, many are widely-used products.
